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Dancin! Pin-Doll

Trace or photocopy the 5 pattern pieces.

Paste the pattern pieces on cardboard or an old file
folder so the pattern pieces will be stiff enough for
you to trace around them easily.

Cut out all templates (pattern pieces without seam
allowances).

Trace all templates onto doubled fabric with purple
marker, never the blue one.

Be sure to line up the arrows on each piece in line
with the selvedge (side edge) of the fabric. Leave
enough space around each piece to allow a slight
seam allowance when you cut them out.
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Mark ¥4 seam allowance on each area marked
#open".

Be sure to trace the curve on bent leg. Make it dark
enough to be seen when leg is turned. Slash almost
to stitching at back of bent knee. (Like between
fingers it won't turn properly if you don't.)

Y yard fabric, woven or knit with very little stretch. (Will make 4 dolls.)
Thread to match . .
Purple marking pen; never the blue one. e .
8 pipe cleaners from tobacco shop. Not chenille stems. ~
Fiberfil

White floral tape

Grrrip  Glue with needle-tip applicator (available at Dollmakersjourney.com)

Usual dolimaking tools

Ribbon, wire, cording, beads or other wonderfuls for hair and
embellishment.



Be sure to trace the curve on bent leg. Make it
dark enough to be seen when leg is turned.

Stitch all pieces before cutting! Leave each
piece open where indicated between the dots.
The openings are used for stuffing the doll.

Cut out leaving 1/8 " seam allowance around all
except where you added ¥4 "

Turn all pieces to right side. Mark curved line on
both sides of bent leg.

Notch within the seam allowance at all curves.
(Head\torso chest and buttocks, on legs around
the foot and calf of both legs and knee of bent
leg and around the arms at the hand and curve
of left shoulder.)

Turn pieces. Use your fingers or hemostats to
press seam allowance on the inside to all go the
same way. (Twisted seam allowance makes the
seam more visible.)

Wrap two pipe cleaners together with floral

tape. Insert into torso bending them to fit the
shape. Leave ends sticking out of both head and
crotch. Excess will be cut off later. They will
allow you to hold them in the center of the torso
while stuffing in the round, Stuff, turn, stuff

until body is quite firm but not hard. You don't
want to see or feel the armature inside the

body. Before closing up top, cut off whatever
excess is sticking out each end.

Ladder stitch head closed, adding more fiberfil
to round out top of head. If you don't know how
to do this there is a short free video tutorial at
Mimidolls.com to show you how.

It is not necessary to close other openings as
they will be incorporated into doll when limbs
are added.

Standing leg: Hold two pipe cleaners together,
measure one inch on one end and fold that inch
up squeeze bend tightly with large hemostat or
pliers so no sharp wires will stick through toes.
Wrap as before with floral tape. Insert armature

in leg; bending as necessary to fit. Stuff in the
round until quite firm

Bent Leg: Armature bent leg as above. Insert
armature, bending to fit after it is inside leg.
Stuff firmly. After stuffed, thread needle with
heavy thread and stab-stitch curve, not too
tightly. Just suggest bend of leg.

Fold two pipe cleaners in half, one for each arm.
Place into arm with bend deep into hand. Stuff
as before. If wires stick out of the shoulder,
when you assemble the doll dig hole into
armhole and insert wires, or cut them off, your
choice.

Place torso on the original pattern.

[0 Place standing leg in place. If wire is sticking
out of top of leg, dig a hole into stuffing with
an awl or tips of hemostat and insert wires,
If they don't stick out of leg, no worries.

Pin leg firmly into place.

Mark stitching lines and ladder stitch
together. If you don't know how to do this
there is a short free video tutorial at
Mimidolls.com to show you how.

Place doll on original pattern and place bent
leg.

Pin and ladder stitch into place.

Do arms the same as legs.

Dotted lines on pattern pieces are some
suggestions for narrow ribbons or fancy
thread/beading.

Add anything you like for hair, or leave it
with none. Give it a bead-weave or a beaded
headress.

O After decorating, stitch a large safety pin to
her back with opening at the back of her
neck. It's the easiest way to get her attached
to you in the right place.
